In Memorium


William J. McCarthy


November 4, 1925 - January 8, 2005





Mini Reflections mourns the loss of charter member, Bill McCarthy, who passed away Saturday, January 8, 2005.  Bill and his wife Marilyn have been members of Mini Reflections Miniature Club since its creation in 1991, attending the organizational meeting in Mooresville in June, 1991.  From the outset Bill was an enthusiastic champion of our projects, resident architect, builder, designer, engineer, wood carver ...  Our first club project was the “Designer House”; each member built a room as a separate room box which then could be joined together to form a Victorian house.  Bill designed the house, creating detailed and exact 1/4 inch scale drawings, cut out the wood and walked us through the assembly of our rooms, supervised the wiring, built the roof and porch, and was there to set up the house when it was exhibited.  He designed and built the peddler’s cart that was the central component of our centerpiece for the 1993 NAME National Convention in Orlando (Closet Clutter), which we entitled the “Peddler’s Closet.”


	 When Marilyn was in California at the time we held a miniature baby shower for one of our members, Bill graciously represented Marilyn (and was the only male present!), commenting that it was the first time he ever attended a baby shower.  He shared his woodcarving skills with us in wonderful little gifts, sometimes as part of our Christmas exchange and sometimes just because.  He and Marilyn both taught workshops for the club and were sure to exhibit their wonderful projects at the Southern Christmas Show’s Enchanted Village, winning first place and best of show for several of their entries. They were there for exhibits at the Mooresville Artists Guild and at the museum in Statesville.  Bill was a constant presence at our state days, our exhibits, and certainly at our meetings, often sitting off in a corner carving something or hobnobbing with the other Bill in the club -- or they would sneak out for ice cream while we worked on our projects.  He has been a wonderful and loyal friend.  God bless you, Bill.  We’ll miss you!
